NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY 
COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLANDS COUNTY, FLORIDA, after due notice and public 
hearing, that: 

SECTION 1. Amendment and Adoption. The title of Section 9-102 of Article V of Chapter 9 
of the Code of Ordinances, Highlands County, Florida, is hereby amended and adopted to read as 
follows: 

Sec. 9-102. Minimum maintenance standards, nuisance abatement, parking; and keeping 
and maintaining animals. 

SECTION 2. Repeal. Subsections (k), (1), (m), (n), (o), (p), (q), and (r) of Section 9-102 of 
Article V of Chapter 9 of the Code of Ordinances, Highlands County, Florida, are hereby 
repealed. 

SECTION 3. Adoption. Section 9-103 of Article V of Chapter 9 of the Code of Ordinances, 
Highlands County, Florida, is hereby adopted to read as follows: 

Sec. 9-103. Enforcement of minimum maintenance standards, parking and keeping and 
maintaining animals - Generally. 

(a) District code enforcement officer. 

(1) The board of supervisors of the district may, from time to time, appoint 
one or more code enforcement officers to be known as the district code 
enforcement officers, who shall be employees of the district.
